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Role of Scaling in Forest 
Management 

Â Scaling is the process to determine the volume of 
harvested timber 

Â This is different from cruising or remote sensing 
which is used to estimate the volume of standing 
timber 

Â Scaling data used for such purposes as: 
Â Crown dues owing 
Â AAC monitoring 
Â Contractor payments 
Â Statistical information for a working circle  
Â Mill Studies and mill consumption
